INNOVATION MEETS COLLABORATION

In late 2016, American Legion Post 139 in Arlington was struggling. Its 1950s-era
headquarters was in a state of disrepair, and its membership was aging and
decreasing. After considering other options, Post 139 turned to APAH for help,
asking them to purchase and redevelop its 1.3-acre site.

The collaboration with Post 139 was a natural fit for APAH, which has served
low-income households in Arlington County since 1989. It owns more than 1,800
affordable rental units and offers programs to combat homelessness, poverty,
hunger, unemployment and related social issues.

The two organizations agreed on a plan to construct a seven-story apartment
building on Post 139’s site, incorporating a smaller, but more modern facility for
Post 139, designed to attract the next generation of veterans.

This partnership project couldn’t have come at a better time. As many as one in
three of the area’s estimated 400 homeless veterans are burdened by housing
costs, and an equal number over age 55 have a disability.

Virginia Housing provided a Community Impact Grant to fund some of the front-
end activities for the plan. When complete, the plan will serve as a template for
other American Legion posts, which is significant because in Virginia alone, there
are 212 such posts and 33,500 Legionnaires.

The Virginia Housing grant was the first contribution in what became a $4 million
capital campaign to provide additional philanthropic support for the project.

Other partners in the project include DCS Design, the Virginia Department of
Housing & Community Development (DHCD) and the National Equity Fund.
